VOLUNTARY SURRENDER
OF LICENSE FOR CAUSE

Robert Ervin was issued license number 5159 by the North Carolina Board of
Phannacy on April 18, 1968, and renewed annually thereafter.

Mr. Ervin admits that while under an NCPRN contract and due to his failure to
comply, the Board has sufficient cause to request a voluntary surrender of his license to
practice pharmacy. Considering that, Mr. Ervin voluntarily surrenders his license to
practice pharmacy in North Carolina.

Mr. Ervin understands and accepts that the license will not be returned until and
unless the Board issues a Reinstatement Order. Pursuant to Dr. Belly Dennis'
recommendation at a Pre-Hearing Conference on 10/16/06, Mr. Ervin shall maintain
compliance with his NCPRN contract including compliance with all testing and
evaluation as mandated by NCPRN. At such time that NCPRN is willing to advocate for
Mr. Ervin, Mr. Ervin may request an appear'mce before the Board for reinstatement of his
license.

Mr. Ervin shall not bc prescnt in a pharmacy except as a customer unless his
license is returned by the Board. There is no presumption; guarantee or other implication
intended within this document that the Board will reinstate the license. The decision will
be made by thc Board based on consideration of all available evidence presented at a
fonnal hearing before thc Board.

The surrender of the license is made voluntarily and without pressure, coercion, or
the threat of force being made against him.
